Content

· We are looking for products and services that solve reader problems.

· We are looking for product or news items that are unique or especially interesting.

· Write tight. Try to answer the question, “Why should I buy this?” or “How can I use this?”

· Think “value-added” with your text—what is the benefit to the reader?

· These are our readers:

· Electrical contractors (project managers, estimators, designers, on-staff electrical engineers, field superintendents, and general foremen)

· Consulting electrical engineers (in private practice)

· Electrical inspectors

· Equipment-repair people (testing and apparatus maintenance companies)

· Plant/facility electrical maintenance people

· Residential and light commercial electricians

Text

· Acceptable formats are .doc, .rtf, .wpd, .txt.

· Avoid using tabs and fancy formatting—these just make more work for us.

· 100 words or less—60 is better. Think in terms of a photo caption.

Artwork

· Acceptable formats are .tif, .eps, .jpg and .gif—we prefer .jpg.

· 300 DPI if sized at 4 inches wide (600 DPI if 2 inches wide).

· If scanning an image, use the non-interpolated or “native” resolution—not the enhanced resolution.

E-mail

· E-mail your information to electrical.group@penton.com 

· Use a descriptive subject line.
· Indicate in your e-mail if you have a particular issue in which you would like your press release to run; please consider lead-times—space in a particular issue isn’t available for last-minute items. You can send these as far ahead of time as you wish.
